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1. Video Clip (approximately 13 minutes): Brief Description: the 1st part of video relates to the manipulation in a relationship resulting in psychological abuse (the various stages will be outlined in a separate document for your perusal), the second part of the video is a brief advert to raise awareness about the fact that men too can be victims of DV and the third part of the video is a lighter outlook onto DV, as seen by children. The facilitator may stop at different instances to aid students’ understanding and discussion.

2. Leaflets (Dating Violence): distribution and brief outline.  This leaflet mainly focuses on the need to be in a healthy relationship so that it does not develop into an abusive relationship.

3. Reminder that, if anyone has encountered or is encountering such difficulties, as described in 1 and 2 they can refer to the Student Support Services Department (Student Support Services bookmarks will be available again). An emphasis that students can also drop in at our offices or find our contact details online is to be made. 

4. Wall Activity: students are encouraged to participate in this activity by writing slogans, words, quotes, poems or drawing pictures (they can be as creative as they wish, papers, felt-tip pens and Blu-tack shall be provided).  They are then invited to take pictures and upload them on social networking sites so that they show solidarity with a non-abusive stance in relationships.
